10-6-08 A letter from the County of Brant, dated September 19, 2008, advising that it
approved a recommendation of the Corporate Development Committee to endorse and
support the resolution received from the County of Lambton with respect to the
organization of an Ontario Economic and Environmental Summit.
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10-7-08 A letter from the Sarnia Lambton Chamber of Commerce, dated September
26, 2008, advising that at its meeting of September 25, 2008, the Board of Directors
passed a motion that the Chamber agree to extend the current contract with Tourism
Sarnia-Lambton and the County of Lambton for ninety (90) days, to expire June 30,
2009, under the present terms and conditions.
